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1) Ensure the Mains Supply is switched ‘OFF’. ( Fig. 1) 

2) Unpack the fixture carefully and place it on a flat surface. 

Dispose of the packaging material thoughtfully.

3) Remove the ceiling mounting bracket ‘B’ from the canopy ‘E’ by 

unscrewing the 2x screws ‘A’. (Fig. 2)

4) Drill two holes in the ceiling using the holes in the ceiling 

mounting bracket ‘B’ as a template. Note: exercise caution to 

avoid drilling into existing electrical wiring!

5) Feed mains supply cable through the ceiling.

6) Use screws and suitable fixture system ‘C’ to attach the ceiling 

mounting bracket ‘B' to the ceiling securely. 

7) Unscrew the screw ‘F’ and remove the terminal block cover. (Fig. 

3) Connect the Live (L), Neutral (N) and Earth according to the 

markings on the terminal block. Ensure all connections are firm 

and secure. 

8) Replace the terminal block cover and ensure the screw ‘F’ is 

secured and tightened.

9) To adjust the stainless steel suspension cable length ‘H’, first 

push up the pin ‘G’ (Fig. 4) then pull the cable up at the same 

time to your desire height. Let go the pin to lock the cable. Keep 

the access cable inside the canopy or inside the ceiling.

10) Untighten the screw in cord anchorage ‘I’ to adjust the electrical 

cord length ‘J’. After that ensure the screw in cord anchorage ‘I’ 

is secured and tightened. Ensure not over tight and damage the 

electrical cord.

11) Fix the canopy ‘E’ to the ceiling mounting bracket and tighten the 

screws ‘A’.

12) Install suitable E27 globe ‘K’ (not supplied) into the lampholder. 

Ensure not to exceed the maximum wattage 42W. 

13) Reconnect the mains supply. 

14) Turn ON the light.
